7. Learning and teacher coordinator (Faculty of LASS)

8. Director of LLAS

9. Representative from Social Policy and Social Work (SWAP) Subject Centre
10. Representative from the School of Education
11. Representative of Careers Advisory Service
12. Representative from the Comenius Network
13. Language representative from Modern Languages

14. Linguistics representative from Modern Languages

15. Area Studies representative from Modern Languages

Ordinary members of the Southampton Advisory Group serve for a period of two years in the first instance.  This may be extended by mutual agreement
Members of LLAS are in attendance and the committee meets twice yearly.
