The HEA Subject Centre for Languages, Linguistics and Area Studies (LLAS) is hosted by Modern Languages at the University of Southampton. An Advisory Group has been established to advise on the development of LLAS. The terms of reference are:

· To promote liaison between LLAS and other parts of the University

2. Deputy Vice-Chancellor with responsibility for Learning and Teaching  

3. Representative from Learning and Teaching Enhancement Unit (LATEU)
4. Representative from Social Policy and Social Work (SWAP) Subject Centre
5. Associate Dean for Education (Faculty of LASS)

6. Associate Dean for Education (Faculty of MHLS)

7. Associate Dean for Education/Strategy and Policy (Faculty of ESM)
8. Representative of Careers Service
9. Representative of Centre for Applied Language Research (CALR)
10. Director of LLAS
Members of the Southampton Advisory Group serve for a period of two years in the first instance.
Members of LLAS are in attendance and the committee meets twice yearly.
